The Dolphin® Mobile Base™ is a compact, secure

battery charger and holder for the Dolphin®  7300 and

7400 mobile computers. In addition, the Mobile Base

also provides power to the intelligent battery charging

system incorporated in the Dolphin terminals.

The design of the Mobile Base is optimal for in-

premise mobile-based solutions.  The rugged

ergonomic design provides optimal protection for

high vibration environments (e.g. fork truck solutions).

The cradle’s front housing holds the terminal securely

in place, providing maximum stability while still giving

full access to the keyboard.  The Mobile Base also

features a unique spring-arm with dual locking levers,

which also aids in holding the Dolphin terminal

securely in place to withstand rugged, shock-filled

environments.

The Dolphin Mobile Base communicates to the

handheld via infrared IrDA-compliant signals that are

converted to RS-232 level serial communications as

an external interface. This facilitates  commuciation

between the Mobile IntelliBase and any standard

RS-232 device including tethered scanners, printers

and wireless wide area network-enabled peripherals

such as  cell phones and in-vehicle WAN radios.

Users can monitor the status of communications

between the host computer and Dolphin terminal with

the COMM LED.  The DOCK LED indicates when the

Dolphin terminal is properly seated into the Mobile

Base.

The Mobile Base has two mounting options - a clamp

style for in-premise applications and a standard

RAM mount for other mobile applications that allow

the Mobile Base to be mounted according to specific

needs. The spring-arm assembly holds the terminal

securely in place. The Mobile Base is designed to

meet  the J1455 standard for vibration tolerance.
